Sub-Recipient: Center for Disease Control, Ministry of Health

Main task:

Proper intervention for young people (aged 18-24) would be possible only if appropriate
information about the level of knowledge and attitude of the mentioned group is scientifically
provided through KAP (Knowledge, Attitude and Practice) Studies. Such studies can also assess the
efficiency of HIV/AIDS conducting programs.

In order to implement this study, UNDP Iran, the Principal Recipient of the Global Fund project, is
going to recruit a qualified consultant.

The consultant is expected to work closely with Center for Disease Control (CDC), which is Sub-
Recipient of the Global Fund project to Fight HIV/AIDS (GFATM) in Iran.

Goals:
Implementing KAP Study among Labor group age 18-24 years.

Time and Period:
The consultant is expected to deliver the work in 4 months after beginning of the contract.

Location:
