Sub-Recipient: Center for Disease Control, Ministry of Health (CDC)
Sub Sub-Recipient: Welfare Organization (WO)

Main task:

In Iran HIV/AIDS is more prevalent among IDUs and the best way to control the spread of this
disease is education.

In order to prepare an instruction for HIV education of High Risk Group (HRGs) and At Risk
Group (ARGSs), UNDP Iran, the Principal Recipient of the Global Fund project to fight HIV/AIDS
in Iran, is going to recruit a consultant who will closely work with the control of HIV/AIDS
committee in Welfare Organization, which is a Sub Sub-Recipient for the Global Fund to fight
HIV/AIDS in Iran.

The consultant is expected to review the most recent resources on HIV education and peer
education for HRGs and ARGs and produce training material/instruction in Persian. The consultant
should also prepare an executive summary of the instruction in English.

Goal:
Producing educational material for training of peer educators on HIV prevention for IDUs.

Target groups:
Peer educators.

Time and Period:
The consultant is expected to deliver the work in 2 months after beginning of the contract.

Location:
The consultant might work at his/her own preferable location providing availability of smooth
communication ways.

Direct Supervision:

Under the direct supervision of head of control of HIV/AIDS committee in WO, General Director
of Center for Disease Control/GFATM-Iran HIV/AIDS National Project Director (NPD). The NPD
has to approve every deliverable before request for payment can be submitted.
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Detailed Responsibilities:

Provide the workplan and timeline for the overall period of consultancy and its breakdown
by 7 days period to WO at the beginning of contract and implement WQO’s feedback;
Provide any topics to be included additional to those listed below to WO at the beginning of
contract and implement WO’s feedback;

Review the most recent resources regarding HIV/AIDS education and peer education
methods for HRGs and ARGs;

The consultant is expected to be considerate and careful while taking constructive and
effective approaches in addressing cultural and sensitive issues.

Consultant should present every topic section draft to WO and get its approval;

Consultant should explicitly cite all the references that have been used in development of
training material and respect the international and national copyright and intellectual
property rules and regulations;

Present the final document in Farsi, and finalize it within 7 working days if any modification
requested by NPD;

Present two bound copies of the typed document in Farsi in an acceptable format in Worde
as final deliverable; the final soft copy should also be delivered to WO and CDC;

Prepare an executive summary of the guideline in English in maximum one to two pages
mentioning the objectives and process of preparing the document in brief , the headings
included, the target group and the usage;

Provide one progress report to the NPD and UNDP in the middle of contract;
